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This project is a private villa style residential design. It houses the basic needs for a family’s daily living activity and a social
venue for the client’'s guests and friends. While it contradicts the the outlook of the existing building, which is apparently Tudor,
the new design is modern without any colorful furnishing elements and decorative motifs. The final strategy of the design was to
use color to reduce the disharmony between inside and out.

The floors above ground are mostly dominated by furnishing elements in white and below in gray and black. The dark color
in the basement provides an air of tranquility while bright colors in the living quarter are the best fit. Even the precise border
between upstairs and down clearly divide the public and private zones but the seclusion is too precise to create visual
coherence. Therefore, one solution was to place an art piece “red eagle” to make a visual link between two spaces. The other

was to install a lamp hanging down in open-cut space bordering the main staircase. Like a tree, the tailored designed lighting
fixture warms up the space in a poetic language.
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The staircase is a pivotal element clad over by Carrara marble. The guardrail is featured in a fish scale pattern that provides

visual penetration. This staircase court accepts natural light and light can permeate freely. The spatial layout clearly shows four
portions and each is divided by the difference of height levels.

White color dominates the space but it is differentiated by unique textures for increasing spatial layering. Art pieces play a
crucial role to both balancing the simple color while adding energy to the space.
